This museum-memorial located at an altitude of 1000
meters explains the conditions of life and combat of
soldiers in 1915 during the First World War. Visit outside the
trenches, shelters and blockhouses which testify to the
shelters left by the "Poilus" soldiers, from 1915 to 1918.

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Discover the historic center of Colmar on foot. Admire the most emblematic monuments of this
charming city which embodies an art of living.
